How to measure for the Memorial Wall
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1. Set your apex (A). This is where the west and east panels meet. 
2. Measure 144ft from the apex (A) to the left. This will give you the west wing. (see drawing above)
3. Measure 144ft from the apex (A) to the right. This will give you the east wing. (see drawing above)
4. The angle between the west and east wing should be between 120-135 degrees at the apex (A)
5. You now have the area laid out for the Memorial Wall. The ground should be flat and level. If the ground is not level, work the ground to be level. By doing this the Wall will set up easier and look better when done.
6. Allow 80 -100 feet of open space in front of the Wall Area.
